STATE OF THE PHLOCK – 2010  

“ It was the best of times, it was the worst of times …”  So said Charles Dickens and so it was with the year 2009 around the 
ParrotHead Nation.  In the face of what’s been called the worst economy since the Great Depression, many of our respected leaders 
and members found themselves out of work through no fault of their own.  Imagine how difficult it must be to embrace the concept 
of helping others when you’re desperately trying to keep your own world from tumbling down.   

Nevertheless, in true Parrot Head fashion, chapters around the world made significant contributions to the welfare of the 
environment, their community and to their fellow man … and they had a BLAST while doing so!  Meeting of the Minds was an 
unqualified success with appearances by Little Feat and Club Trini, among others, and our visitors truly did “Party with a Purpose!”  
Some 200+ Parrot Heads participated in the Zonta Walk with Team ParrotHead raising approximately $22,000, more than half of the 
event total.  Parrot Heads also contributed to Wesley House Family Services, the KW Police Athletic League and the Florida Keys 
SPCA to the tune of more than $20,000 while simultaneously donating an entire van load of toys to the Salvation Army for their 
annual holiday toy drive.  In a truly humanitarian effort, Parrot Heads also donated some 75 pints of blood to the Community Blood 
Center of South Florida in what has become the local blood bank’s largest blood drive of the year.  Not to be outdone, the 
Margaritaville-sponsored Class Clown Contest raised approximately $10,000 which was gifted to the Boys & Girls Club, the Florida 
Keys Children’s Shelter, WomanKind and Heron-Peacock Supported Living.  

In what has become the norm, the "ParrotHead Nation" continued to grow and prosper as we added a total of eleven new chapters to 
our ranks. What began with the Atlanta Parrot Head Club 20 years ago has grown exponentially as we ended 2009 with an all-time 
high of 237 chapters in the United States , Canada and Australia ... 3 different countries, 47 states, 3 Canadian provinces and one 
U.S. Territory. Our total membership showed another increase with almost 27,000 dedicated, fun-loving Parrot Heads amongst the 
ranks. Again, it's apparent that the "ParrotHead Nation" is not only alive and well, but continues to thrive.  

Now, for the big news ... Even in the face of an economic downturn, Parrot Head Clubs collectively raised for and/or donated 
approximately $2.8 million to charitable organizations in 2009. Equally significant, Parrot Heads carried on the tradition of 
volunteerism as 2009 saw chapters worldwide donate an estimated 180,000 man-hours to philanthropic and environmental activities. 
The upshot … In the period 2002 – 2009, Parrot Head Clubs have collectively contributed more than $19.2 million and 
approximately 2.3 million man-hours to aid our communities, our environment and our fellow man!  

The PHiP commitment to education was bolstered on two fronts as we were recognized by the Jimmy Buffett's alma mater, the 
University of Southern Mississippi , for our continued and generous endowment of the Mary Loraine "Peets" Buffett Memorial 
Scholarship awarded annually by the USM Alumni Assoc. And, after years on the drawing board, the PHiP scholarship program 



came to fruition with the committee evaluating some 60 applicants before awarding the first scholarships to 3 worthy candidates.  

 
In 2009, PHiP retained its National Status with both the American Cancer Society’s Relay For Life campaign and the Alzheimer’s 
Association’s Memory Walk program and Parrot Heads continue to be the single largest supporter of the Zonta Club of Key West 
with contributions made during Meeting of the Minds. For many of our chapters, Special Olympics is a favored cause while many 
Clubs prepare & serve a monthly meal to their local Ronald McDonald Houses.  
 
And, there's more to the story! These numbers, while spectacular, do not include those efforts which are not measured by dollars or 
man-hours and Parrot Heads never cease to amaze in their creativity:  
 
Parrot Heads Collect Things ... canned goods, pet supplies, clothing, pop tops, old cell phones, used ink cartridges, and, of course, 
toys; all distributed to the appropriate agencies that get the goods to where they do the most good. OH, and let's not forget the trash ... 
Virtually every Club works diligently to keep our nation's beaches, lakes, and highways clean with regular trash collection sessions. 
 
Parrot Heads Compete ... Many chapters sponsor Bowling tournaments, Volleyball tournaments, Golf tournaments and even a 
Cornhole tournament. Chili and gumbo cook-offs are also a favorite fundraiser for a number of Clubs. 
 
Parrot Heads March ... Most all Parrot Head Clubs build and enter a float in their local community parades, be it Christmas, Easter, 
Independence Day, St. Patrick's Day ... You name it; if there's a local parade, Parrot Heads will be prancing and no less than two 
dozen chapters won awards in 2009 for Best of Show, Best Float, etc. 
 
From Poker Runs & Pub Crawls to the dreaded Polar Plunge, the picture is clear ... the good deeds that Parrot Heads perform for the 
benefit of the community, the environment and our fellow man often cannot be measured in quantitative terms, yet are so vital to the 
recipients and should be a constant source of satisfaction to each of us.  

In the annals of PHiP history, 2009 will be recorded as a good year … We did, in fact, make a difference and we left this world a 
little better than we found it.  Along the way, we managed to have a lot of fun, we cavorted with old friends, we made new friends 
and, sadly, we bid farewell to far too many beloved friends. 
 
So, to each and every one of you, a heartfelt THANK YOU for a job well done! You truly are "Angels in Tropical Shirts" and you 
should be very proud of yourselves and your accomplishments.

Let the Manatee Race Begin! 
Michiganders will once again “go the extra mile” for manatees at the 7th annual Save the Manatee 5K Run, 2 Mile Fun Walk, on 

May 22nd at the Metro Huron-Clinton Metropark in Mt. Clemens.  “We can’t believe this is the 7th year hosting the event,” says Lesley 

Argiri, a biology teacher at L’Anse Creuse High School in Harrison Township.  Over the last six years, Argiri and her students have 

raised over $35,000 for Save the Manatee Club, a national nonprofit conservation organization located in Mait land, Florida, whose 

mission is to protect endangered manatees and their aquatic habitat for future generations.  The Club was co-founded in 1981 by 

singer/songwriter Jimmy Buffett.   

 “It’s so sad to hear about all the manatees who have died from the cold this past winter,” says Agiri.  “So far this year, 448 

manatees have died from all causes.  More than 220 of these are from cold stress.  More than 170 other manatee deaths have been 

categorized as “undetermined/unrecovered,”  but many of those were also likely caused by cold stress because of their location and 

timing .  This year’s deaths represent a loss of up to 8.5% of the entire manatee population in just the first eleven weeks of the year.  It 

seems manatees need our help more than ever!  And that’s why we race for the manatees every year here in Michigan – we want to make 

a positive difference in the lives of these amazing animals.”   

Patrick Rose, Executive Director of Save the Manatee Club commends Lesley and the students of L’Anse Creuse High School 

for their care, dedication and hard work to make each race a success.    Car washes and fundraisers held throughout the year help raise 

additional funds.  “Our heartfelt thanks go out to Lesley, other teachers in her school, the students, volunteers, community businesses, 

and everyone who runs or walks in the race.  Each of them literally helps to further our work saving endangered manatees and their 

habitats with every stride that is taken.”  

Race participants receive a registration packet of special items and coupons.  A variety of trophies, medals, awards, and door 

prizes can be won with age group awards categories for runners.    The course is USTAF certified and the race will be scored using the 

Chrono Track D-Tag.  

Early registration before May 7th costs $17 for walkers and $20 for runners, and includes a newly designed race t-shirt.  After 

May 8th, it costs $20 for walkers and $25.00 for runners to register, and includes a t-shirt if available.  The entry fee does not include 

the park entrance fee of $4.00 per vehicle.  The race starts and finishes inside the Metro Huron-Clinton Metropark.  Checks can be 

made payable to L’Anse Creuse High School and sent to: Lesley Argiri, 37855 De Prez Ct., Harrison Twp., MI 48045. 

“All of us at L’Anse Creuse High School would like to thank Save the Manatee Club for making this event possible,” says Argiri.  

“Everyone in the Club is so passionate in their efforts to help manatees.  If it weren’t for organizations like this, who wou ld be protecting 

and preserving our planet?”

T-shirts, more sought for oil-covered wildlife on Gulf 
Coast

An avid animal lover and volunteer at the Georgia Sea Turtle Center on Jekyll Island is collecting materials to 
assist in animal rescue efforts on the Gulf Coast, following a massive oil spill. 
 
Jann Swanson said she feels heartsick about the wildlife affected by the spill caused by an explosion at a 
drilling platform in the Gulf of Mexico, and said collecting materials would be a way to help rescuers and the 
animals. 
 
"It's migratory season, so this couldn't have come at a worse time," Swanson said. "I'm worried about those 
coming to Pensacola (Florida) and the entire Gulf area." 
 
The oil well leased by BP is releasing an estimated 200,000 gallons of crude oil a day. The platform rig 
exploded April 20. 
 
Officials fear the oil, already affecting wildlife, will reach the shores of Gulf Coast states. 
 
At least 20 dead sea turtles have washed ashore along the Mississippi Gulf Coast during the weekend. Wildlife 
officials will determine what caused the deaths after they perform necropsies.  

Swanson plans to deliver a rescue kit made up of donated supplies to a facility working to save seabirds and 
marine animals endangered by the oil spill.  
 
Needed materials include towels, linens, including sheets or old T-shirts, new toothbrushes, animal crates and 
kennels, heavy-duty rubber gloves, Dawn dishwashing liquid (a brand effective in removing oil from animals), 
shovels, rakes, adhesive bandages and Pepto-Bismol. The pink medicine will settle the stomachs of birds that 
preen themselves and ingest oil from their feathers, Swanson said.  
 
"It's obvious we have to save some of these animals," she said. "These are things they really need. Even if 
people have old sheets and towels, they'll go through that stuff so fast cleaning the birds."
